Martin Puchner, the Byron and Anita Wien Professor at Harvard University, is a
prize-winning author, educator, public speaker, and institution builder in the
arts and humanities. His writings range from philosophy and theater to culture
and technology and have been translated into many languages. Through his
best-selling Norton Anthology of World Literature and his HarvardX MOOC
Masterpieces of World Literature, he has brought four thousand years of

literature to audiences across the globe.

His book, The Written World, which tells the story of literature from the
invention of writing to the Internet, has been widely reviewed in The New York
Iimes, The Times (London), the Financial Times, The Times Literary
Supplement, The Atlantic, The Economist, among others, covered on radio and
television, and has been translated into over twenty languages. It appeared on
the Wall Street Journal bestseller list and received the Massachusetts Book
Award.
